Also, please do not use outside commentaries to 
complete your work, in order that you may feel the full prompting 
of the Holy Spirit, and also so that every woman is on equal 
footing in preparation for the group’s sharing time. 

 
Confidentiality: All information shared during group time should be treated as 

confidential and should not be discussed with anyone outside of 
the group time.
