
LHUMC Children’s Ministry Behavior Policy

Purpose:

LHUMC Children’s Ministries strives to provide a loving, nurturing environment where all children can learn how much God loves them and begin to develop a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.

Schedule:

Sunday mornings are focused on all children learning about God in a group setting through centers, circle time and music based on biblical truths and teaching.  Sunday mornings begin with a worship rally for children ages 4 through 5th grade.  This worship rally includes music and singing as well introduction of the key scripture they will be focusing on in class.  The children then move to classrooms based on their age/grade: preK/Kinder, 1st/2nd grades and 3rd-5th grades.  While in the classroom, the children are presented a lesson, led through a craft, have free play and snack as time permits.

Normal Challenges of Childcare:

It is always difficult for children to leave their parents and the Sunday School teachers will make every effort to comfort the children and make them feel at ease. Children will be encouraged to get involved in the activities and Bible story with the other children. There may be times that any child is not responsive to their teacher.  Once a Family Minister is in place, a Sunday Morning Director will be available to talk to the child privately if loving redirection by the Sunday School teachers is not successful.  If the child continues to be upset, we will come get the parent so the child can be comforted.

Ongoing Behavior Issues:

If at anytime a child’s behavior disrupts the classroom by continually taking the teacher’s time and/or distracting the learning of other children, the Director will be called upon as the next step in intervention.  He/She will come into the classroom to redirect the child in a loving manner and will remove the child from the classroom if necessary. The Director will give individual attention to the child to assure the child understands the directions and to gain the child’s attention so that they may return to the classroom. The Director will try to assure that the issue is resolved quickly with minimal disruption to the classroom learning.

Ongoing disruption to the Sunday school class does not allow LHUMC to achieve our purpose of providing a loving, nurturing environment where all children can learn how much God loves them and begin to develop a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.

When prayer, classroom changes, the teacher’s efforts, and Director’s intervention do not result in expected behavior changes for the child, representatives from the children’s ministry team will meet with the child’s parents.  The reason for the contact is so that an action plan may be established with the intent of helping the child be successful in our Sunday morning program.
